Are You Prepared? – The disastrous Christchurch earthquake is a timely reminder that an earthquake or other disaster can strike at any time, anywhere.  All disasters have the potential to cause disruption, damage to property and take lives.  So it is vital that you prepare now and have an emergency survival kit available to help you get through until assistance can be provided.
Emergency Survival Kit - what you will need:

Food and Water – Enough for 3 days minimum - Check and replace food and water every 12 months.

· Bottled drinking water (at least 3 litres per person per day)

· Water for washing and cooking

· Non perishable food (canned or dried), can opener

· A primus or gas barbeque to cook on

Other Emergency Items - Check all batteries every three months
· Waterproof torches and spare batteries

· Radio and spare batteries

· First aid kit and essential medicines

· Toilet paper and large rubbish bags for an emergency toilet

· Face & dust masks

· Pet supplies

· Blankets or sleeping bags

· Wind and rain proof clothing

· Strong shoes for outdoors

· Sun hats and sunscreen

Supplies for Babies and Small Children

· Food, formula and drink

· Change of clothing and nappies

· Favourite toy or activity

Other Supplies

· Hearing and sight aids, batteries

· Mobility aids

· Asthma and respiratory aids

· Special food needs

Kaipaitangata Forest Harvest – Logging is continuing at the Council’s Kaipaitangata Forest located at the end of Dalefield Road.  The public are reminded that a forest can be a very hazardous place, so please keep out of the forest.

Dog Owner Responsibilities – A reminder that dog owners are responsible for collecting and disposing of any dog droppings in public places.  Please do your part in keeping Carterton tidy.
Rating Valuations – The Carterton District was scheduled to be revalued in 2012.  However, all Councils in the Wellington Region have agreed a new region-wide valuation contract to replace the individual council contracts.  The new contract will save the councils money but the next Carterton revaluation has been brought forward a year to enable a more even spread of valuation workloads.  There is no extra cost to the Carterton council for this earlier revaluation which will be as at September 2011.  Property owners will be notified of their new valuations towards the end of 2011.  The new valuations will be used for setting the rates from July 2012.
