Building Consents – In terms of the Building Act, the period in which to submit a building consent in time for it to be sure to be issued prior to Christmas has now closed.  Regardless, provided that applicants submit all the necessary and correct documentation, Council will make every endeavour to issue a consent as soon as possible.

The first working day for processing building consents in 2012 will be 9 January.

LIM Reports – All LIMs received by Friday 9th December 2011 will be processed before Christmas 2011.

Any application handed in after this day, although accepted, may possibly not be processed until after Monday 9th January 2012.
Rating Revaluation – The rating revaluations in the Wairarapa have been completed and new valuation notices have been sent to owners.  The Rating Valuations have an effective valuation date of 1 September 2011.  The District Valuation Rolls will be open for public inspection, free of charge, during regular office hours at Council offices in Holloway Street and can be viewed until 13 January 2012.  Objections to the revised valuations must be lodged in writing or on line at www.qv.co.nz no later than 13 January 2012.  Objection forms are available from the Council office or Quotable Value Ltd. Long Grass – With the warmer temperatures and recent rains the grass is growing well.  Property owners are reminded that long grass becomes a fire hazard during the summer months.  If you have an empty section or your property has long grass on it, please have it mowed before it becomes a problem.
