 Mayoral Declaration

The Chief Executive Officer invited Mayor Ron Mark to read and then sign the declaration for the Office of Mayor.

The Past Mayor Gary McPhee then put the chain of office around his neck and in doing so welcomed Ron Mark as the new Mayor of the Carterton District.

Gary McPhee then went on to congratulate Mayor Ron Mark on his election.  He thanked his wife Sandy McPhee for all her support and commitment whilst he was the Mayor of Carterton.  He then thanked Henare Manaena for his words and thanked everyone for their attendance.  He also welcomed John Booth to Council and wished the new Mayor, councillors, and council staff all the best for the future.

Councillors Declarations

His Worship the Mayor invited each Councillor in turn to read their declaration to the meeting and sign it.

4.
Election of Deputy Mayor

The Chief Executive advised that the Local Government Act 2002 requires a Council to elect one of its members to be Deputy Mayor.  The role of Deputy Mayor is to perform the responsibilities and duties of the Mayor during the temporary absence of the Mayor, or while there is a vacancy in the office of the Mayor.

He stated that the legislation also requires that the Deputy Mayor be elected by voting system A or system B as decided by resolution of Council.

System A requires a person to receive the votes of the majority of the members present and voting.  There is a first round of voting.  If no candidate is successful, there is a second round of voting from which the candidate with the fewest votes in the first round is excluded; and so on.

System B requires a person to receive more votes than any other candidate.  There is only one round of voting and if two or more candidates tie for the most votes, the tie is resolved by lot.

The same procedures either system A or B, are required for the appointment of the Chairperson or Deputy Chairperson of a committee, and also for the appointment of representatives of the Council on another body.

Moved:

That the election of Deputy Mayor, Committee Chairpersons and Deputy Chairpersons, and the appointments of representatives on another body be undertaken using voting system B.
