Proposed Annual Plan 2011/12 – The Council’s Proposed Annual Plan for the 2011/12 financial year is currently available for submissions.  Council would like to give you the opportunity to comment on its proposed activities and budgets for the new financial year commencing 1 July 2011.
Copies of the Proposed Annual Plan 2011/12 or a summary version can be obtained from the council office, the Carterton Library, or can be downloaded from Council’s website www.cartertondc.co.nz .

A public meeting with elected members to discuss the Proposed Annual Plan will be held in the Council Chambers, Holloway Street, Carterton on Tuesday 7 June 2011 at 7.30 pm.

If you wish to have a say on the Proposed Annual Plan, written submissions close at 4 pm on Tuesday 21 June 2011.  Submissions should be sent to the Carterton District Council, P O Box 9, Carterton or delivered to the Council office in Holloway St, Carterton, or emailed to info@cdc.govt.nz or faxed to 06 379 7832.  Please indicate if you wish to be heard in support of your submission.  Submissions will be heard and considered by Council on Monday 27 June 2011.

Dog Registration – A reminder that dog registration fees for the 2011/12 year are due to be paid by 1 July 2011 and must be paid by 1 August 2011 to avoid a 50% penalty charge.  Invoices to current dog owners will be sent out during early June 2011.  Registration fees for the new financial year are as follows:

Urban – entire dogs
$82.00 per dog

Urban – spayed / neutered dogs 
$57.00 per dog

Rural – entire & neutered/spayed dogs (for the first two dogs)
$57.00 per dog
Rural – entire & neutered/spayed dogs – all remaining dogs
$31.00 per dog

For duly certified seeing eye or hearing dogs, a fee of 50 percent of those above applies.

Paying Rates by Automatic Payment – If you are paying your rates by automatic payment, it is your responsibility to ensure your payments are sufficient to cover the installment amount as any outstanding balance owing after the due date will incur a 10% penalty.  Alternatively if you pay by direct debit rather than automatic payment, no further penalties will be incurred on any outstanding balance.  To help manage your budget, we can offer weekly, fortnightly, monthly or quarterly direct debits from your bank account.  This reduces the amount to smaller and more manageable payments over the year and if this arrangement is entered into and maintained, penalties will not accrue. Rate Arrears Penalty – A 10% penalty will be applied to all outstanding rates unpaid as at 30 June 2011.  If you are having problems making payment, we suggest that you contact Sue Fleet on 379 4042 or call into the office to make arrangements with Sue for payment.
Wairarapa Combined District Plan – The Wairarapa Combined District Plan become fully operative on 25 May 2011.  This Plan is the first Combined District Plan prepared under the Resource Management Act in New Zealand.  This means that the same rules apply throughout the Wairarapa from Mt Bruce to Cape Palliser for subdivisions and other developments.

The Plan review began in earnest in 2004 when the three Wairarapa councils engaged Boffa Miskell to help with the preparation of the Plan.  A Combined Planning Committee was set up consisting of 3 elected representatives from each Council.  This Committee was the single decision maker throughout the process from the drafting of the Plan, hearing and determining submissions, and resolving the appeals.

At the 2010 New Zealand Planning Institute Conference the Plan was awarded the Nancy Northcroft Award for Excellence in Planning Practice.
The Wairarapa Combined District is available for purchase in hard copy or on disc and can be obtained or viewed at either Masterton, South Wairarapa, or Carterton District Councils.

Waste Management Plan – The proposed Waste Management and Minimisation Plan 2011-2017 for solid waste is currently available for submissions.  Copies can be obtained from the council office, the Carterton Library, or can be downloaded from Council’s website www.cartertondc.co.nz .  Councils are required to prepare such a plan by legislation and the Carterton Council has prepared this proposed plan jointly with all the other councils in the Wellington Region to save costs.  Written submissions close with Council on 8 July 2011.
Public Toilets - Council has closed the public toilets in Memorial Square as the building has been assessed as an earthquake prone building.  This is an interim move until Council decides on a permanent solution.  Other toilets are available in Holloway St and at the entrance to Carrington Park on High St.
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
