Geoff Shepherd & Catherine Rossiter-Stead of Kuranui College
Geoff Shepherd & Catherine Rossiter-Stead attended the meeting to give an update of what is currently happening at Kuranui College and to advise that they would like to cement the link between the college and the Carterton District. 7.1.1
Request to Rebate Fees – Ronald McDonald House Fundraiser
The Chief Executive advised that Milestone Homes Wairarapa was working with Ronald McDonald House Wellington to help them achieve their fundraising goals.
Plans for the charity’s new premises – which will provide accommodation and support for up to 34 families of sick children – have been on hold while the 14 million dollars required to complete the project is raised.

Warwick and Chris Dugdale have donated a section in Armstrong Avenue on which Milestone Homes Wairarapa will build the home at cost and “free of margin”, donating management and overhead resources free of charge.  When the home is completed it will be sold at auction, with all proceeds going to Ronald McDonald House. The anticipated profit from this project is estimated to be in the vicinity of $150,000.00.
The firm is inviting its suppliers to join in supporting this cause by donating materials and services.
As a gesture of goodwill, it is recommended that Council waive its consent fees for this project.  The amount involved is $2790 made up as follows:

The Chief Executive Officer stated that one of the advantages to closing this building was the discovery of a substantial water leak which required some expenditure to locate and fix.  He further advised that when the time comes to upgrade the toilets in Carrington Park there may be a requirement for the Memorial Square toilets to be reopened.  In conclusion he advised that he would investigate this matter further and report back to Council.
