Carterton Walking & Cycling Strategy – Roading Committee Briefing Note
R Boulter presented a briefing note for the benefit of those present and he advised that Councillors received a Background Report on this strategy in December 2010, and subsequently had expressed a desire to discuss the strategy in further detail.
He stated that although walking and cycling strategies generally focused on roading matters (with or without a National Land Transport Fund subsidy), the range of issues covered could be broad.  

The Councillor’s were invited to identify which of the issues listed in the report, or any others that they had identified for the Carterton Walking & Cycling Strategy.
Cr. Greathead asked Mr Boulter if the footpaths in the Carterton District were currently meeting National standards.  Mr Boulter advised that some of the footpaths in the district were not currently up to standard but advised these had been identified by Council for repairs and upgrade in the future.
Cr. Durbin advised that she would like the focus to be on making the roads safer and providing improved connectivity to enable children to travel to school in a safe manner.

Cr. Brazendale agreed that improved connectivity in the district was vital.  She was of the opinion that creating more formal, official looking walking and cycling routes would address travel issues for all groups in the community.  She also felt that travel planning needed to be promoted in the schools thus giving publicity and education regarding alternative routes that currently exist in the district but are being under utilised.
The Chief Executive stated that he would like the strategy to focus on what the Carterton District Council could achieve.  He further stated that the two things that the Council could address were improving connectivity and how to be less reliant on the State Highway for local traffic.  He also felt that improving the crossing points for wheeled pedestrians required more attention.

R Boulter advised that following this meeting there would be more formal consultation, based around specific possible proposals that would assist with advancement in this area.
