Proposed Wairarapa Combined District Plan
Purpose

Draft 2011/12 Annual Plan
Purpose

To seek approval for the Council’s draft 2011/12 Annual Plan to be made available for public consultation.

In speaking to this item C Wright advised that this Annual Plan had been initially derived from the third year of the 2009-2019 LTCCP, but changes have been made to reflect Council’s current priorities and the latest information.  He also advised that the UAGC has been set to the maximum so that uniform rates were under the 30% allowable limit.
He also advised that in regard to Council’s insurances and in particular LAPP insurance for underground assets, there is likely to be a large increase in premiums as a result of the two Canterbury earthquakes.  Increases of between 10 and 20% had been allowed in the annual plan, but that this amount may need to be looked at again before finalising the annual plan if the expected situation becomes clearer.

Elected Members were then given the opportunity to discuss the draft annual plan and ask questions.  Discussion also occurred regarding current charges for information under the Official Information Act.
