That pursuant to Section 93 Local Government Act 2002, and all other powers enabling it, in that behalf, the Carterton District Council adopts the 2009-19 Long Term Council Community Plan Volume 1 and 2, inclusive of Audit NZ report.

That pursuant to the Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, and all other Acts and powers enabling it, in that behalf, the Carterton District Council sets the following rates (GST inclusive) for the period commencing 1 July 2009 and ending 30 June 2010.  The rates are set in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Council’s 2009-10 Annual Plan.

A General Rate set under Section 13(2)(b) Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on every rating unit and assessed on a differential basis as described below:

· A rate of 0.56298 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Urban Residential category.

· A rate of 2.41075 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Urban Commercial category.

· A rate of 3.75849 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Urban Industrial  category.

· A rate of 1.10061 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Urban Smallholdings category.

· A rate of 0.23196 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Rural 0 – 3.0000 hectares category.

· A rate of 0.11631 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Rural 3.0001 – 10.000 hectares category.

· A rate of 0.16038 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Rural Greater than 10.000 hectares category.

· A rate of 2.27509 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Rural Commercial category.

· A rate of 1.98667 cents in the dollar (GST inclusive) of land value on every rating unit in the Rural Industrial category.

Uniform Annual General Charge
A Uniform Annual General Charge of $542.30 (GST inclusive) per rating unit, set under Section 15(1)(a) Local Government (Rating) Act 2002.

Water Rate
A targeted metered water rate of $381.32 (GST inclusive) set under Section 19(2)(a) Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, for an allowance of up to 300 cubic metres of water per year, on every separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit which has been fitted with a water meter or meters and is connected to the Council’s urban water supply system.

A targeted metered water rate of $1.70 per cubic metre (GST inclusive) set under Section 19(2)(a) Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, per cubic metre of water supplied, as measured by meter, for water consumed over 300 cubic metres per year, on every separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit which has been fitted with a meter or meters and is connected to the Council’s urban water supply system.  This rate will be invoiced separately from land rates.

A targeted water rate of $190.66 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 for rating units that are not yet connected but are able to be connected to the urban water supply system.

Wastewater Rate
A targeted wastewater disposal rate of $279.32 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 for each water closet or urinal connected directly or through a private drain to Council’s wastewater reticulation system.

A targeted wastewater disposal rate of $139.66 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 for rating units that are not yet connected but are able to be connected to the Council’s wastewater reticulation system.

Stormwater Rate
A targeted stormwater rate of 0.07935 cents per dollar of land value (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on all properties within the urban area.

Refuse Collection and Kerbside Recycling Rate
A targeted Refuse Collection and Kerbside Recycling Rate of $86.75 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on every separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit where Council provides the service.

Regulatory & Planning Service Rate
A targeted Regulatory & Planning Service Rate of 0.02124 cents per dollar of capital value (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on every rating unit in the district.

Rural Water Rate
Carrington Water Race System
A targeted Rural Water Service Rate of $185.42 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, per rating unit on land situated in the Carrington Water Race System Classified Area.

A targeted Rural Water Rate set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, calculated on land area on rating units within the Carrington Water Race System Area as follows:

· Class A

$43.27436 per hectare

· Class B

$  8.71194 per hectare

· Class C

$72.10941 per hectare

Taratahi Water Race System
A targeted Rural Water Service Rate of $152.86 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002 per rating unit on land situated in the Taratahi Water Race Classified System Area.

A targeted Rural Water Rate set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating Act 2002, calculated on land area on rating units within the Taratahi Water Race Classified System Area as follows:

Waingawa Wastewater Rate
A targeted Waingawa Wastewater Rate of $161.75 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on every separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit which is connected to the Waingawa Wastewater Service.

A targeted Wastewater Rate of 0.00123 cents per dollar of capital value (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on all properties connected or able to be connected to the Waingawa Wastewater Service.

Waingawa Water Rate

A targeted Waingawa Water Rate of $129.95 (GST inclusive) set under Section 16 Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, on rating units that are not yet connected but are able to be connected to the Waingawa reticulated water service.

A targeted metered water rate of $1.50 per cubic metre (GST inclusive) set under Section 19(2)(a) Local Government (Rating) Act 2002, as measured by meter, for all water consumed,  on every separately used or inhabited part of a rating unit which has been fitted with a meter or meters and is connected to the Waingawa reticulated water service.  This rate will be invoiced separately from land rates.
