Garry Wilson

Garry Wilson spoke about the concerns and problems that he was experiencing with regard to the recycling depot situated directly behind his rented dwelling adjacent to the Scout Den.  He advised that he was encountering daily issues with noise and pollution that were generated by people dropping off recycling and rubbish at all hours of the day and night.  He further advised that there was one person in particular who made it a habit to scavenge through the recycling and the clothing bins as early as 4.30 am in the morning.
Mr Wilson stated that the area is visually unattractive, causes problems with traffic and that despite there being a high fence around the depot rubbish blows into his property on a regular basis.  He advised that the whole situation has become extremely upsetting for himself and his family.

His Worship the Mayor thanked him for bringing this matter to the attention of the Council and advised that this matter would be discussed in the Operations portion of the meeting today.

Mr Wilson’s landlord addressed the meeting and advised that he would like to continue to support the community but the recycling depot had become hindrance in terms of encouraging people to occupy the property.

Ryan Smock

Ryan Smock advised that he was the director of Affordable Housing NZ and handed out an information sheet on his company.

Mr Smock advised that he met with Council representatives a year ago to discuss his proposal to build low cost, quality housing on his land off Brooklyn Road.  He expressed his concern at the amount of time it is taking for Council to reach decisions in terms of the zoning and permitted activities that will be able to take place in the low density area of Carterton at the south end of Carterton.
Mr Smock further stated that he has attended every meeting that has been held regarding this subject and he felt that if it was going to take another seven months to reach a decision that an independent commissioner should be employed to assist with this process.

He advised that he understood that Council was bound by a regulatory process, but stated that he was becoming increasingly angry and upset at the amount of time that this process was taking.

Cr. Brazendale advised Mr Smock that he could have applied for resource consent at any time during this process and still can.

Road Sealing of the top end of Dalefield Road

8.8  Correspondence from J Campin
Purpose
J Campin wrote to Council expressing her frustration with regard to the continuing practice of a neighbouring farmer’s siting/storage and feeding out of silage in very close proximity to adjacent residences in Riversdale Road.
His Worship the Mayor stated that it was a shame that this matter continued to remain unresolved.

M Hautler advised that there are no statutory requirements or bylaws at present to enable Council to enforce that the silage stack be moved; however he advised that he was awaiting legal advice with regard to the question of nuisance under the RMA.
Cr. Brazendale advised that it might be helpful to obtain copies of bylaws from other authorities.

Cr. Engel stated that the silage site has not been moved and that he did not intend to move it.  He further stated that the complainant’s property was three hectares in size and that the dwelling was situated in the middle of the property.  He also advised that there was no bunding around the silage pit.

Cr. Smith stated that he did not feel that there was any need for the silage pit to be located where it was and noted that Cr. Engel did not have a silage pit located next to his own dwelling.

Cr. Carter stated that she had visited the site and was upset that common sense and decency had not prevailed.

Cr. Durbin stated that this was an issue between neighbours and she did not feel that it was an appropriate matter to be dealt with by Council.  She further stated that Council did not have authority to deal with this and that she felt if one of the people involved was not a Councillor it would not have been brought to this forum.

Cr. Brazendale stated that this was an issue that should be dealt with by the Regional Council and she suggested that mediation could be sought from an independent source.
