In this case he would not be able to move or vote on this motion, but would be able to explain reasons for his concerns.
There was general discussion regarding the Water Race Committee and the work that they were currently undertaking.
Cr. Durbin stated that she felt it would be appropriate for Cr. Engel to ask the Auditor General for clearance to act as a councillor on this matter.
Cr. Engel asked the Council to proceed under the basis that he would not vote, but Council did not agree with this approach.
Cr. Knowles stated that he felt that the facts should be given to the Committee members to take away and peruse so they would be in possession of all the information required to enable them to make an informed decision regarding this matter.

Cr. Engel stated that he wanted to have a debate about this issue at a Council meeting.

Cr. Brazendale advised that she had an issue with the way in which this notice of motion had been worded as a review had not been asked for and the motion implied that a decision was required.
Cr. Poulsen stated that he had an issue with the lack of information presented.

Cr. Greathead noted that extensive debate on this matter had taken place previously at the Water Race Committee level.
