A Tribute to Bill Monk from Elaine Brazendale current chair of the Carter Society.

Bill monk was a family man, husband, father, grandfather, great grandfather, and farmer and alongside all of this a well respected community stalwart who untiringly represented his community spending many years as a councillor and as a member of the Carter Society.
Speaking to several of his colleagues from these times the common threads were: he was the anchor of the South Wairarapa County Council, very fair, strong, made good sense, could think things through and fairly sum up following discussion.  Bill had a keen interest in the Planning Committee and could understand and handle that well. 
Joining the Council in 1971 Bill later became the Chairman and led the Council through the final six years till amalgamation in 1989, Bill then became Deputy Mayor until he stood down at the next election.
In summary Bill was very thorough, committed, always there, providing strength and support in a gentlemanly manner.
