Apologies

There was an apology received from Cr. B Poulsen.

2.
Declaration of Pecuniary/Conflict of Interest

Cr. Engel advised that he had a conflict of interest with Item 7 of the agenda.
Cr. Knowles advised that he had a slight conflict of interest with Item 3 of the agenda in that the complainant was a distant relative.
Cr. Durbin advised that she had a conflict of interest with item 4 of the agenda in that some of the submitters on this matter were relatives.

Lincoln Road – Visibility Complaint at No. 143
The Chief Executive Officer circulated photos of the area for the benefit of those present.  He further advised that pine trees that have been planted on Councils road reserve have reduced visibility and an accident between 2 vehicles occurred there recently.
The Chief Executive Officer stated that the neighbouring property owner, Mr C Butler had subsequently paid a visit to J-P Irwin regarding this matter and expressed the view that the road widening had not legally occurred.

The Chief Executive Officer further advised that Ken Edwards, Resources Engineer had researched this matter and the road widening was part of a subdivision that took place in 1987.  It appeared that Mr Butler planted the trees when he purchased the land about 4 years after the subdivision had taken place.  The legal boundaries have now been ascertained and this indicates that the trees had been planted on Council road reserve.

W Middelberg and J-P Irwin advised that Mr Butler should be advised that the trees needed to be removed and the fence re-erected along the legal boundary.
The Committee asked J-P Irwin to investigate the placement of other fencing from the Brooklyn Road corner to the railway lines along Lincoln Road.

Moved:

That Council request Mr Butler to remove the offending trees and stumps, and re-site the fence back to the legal boundary by the end of February 2010.  Failing this the work will be undertaken at Council’s expense and charged to Mr Butler.

Give Way arrangements at Belvedere/Cobden, Cobden/Haringa and East 
Taratahi/Carters intersections

4.1  East Taratahi/Carters Line Intersection
