9.9  Broadband Initiative
Purpose
To update elected members on a report regarding a recommendation that the Carterton District Council join the other Wairarapa Councils and wider Wellington region in submitting an Expression of Interest application to the Government’s Broadband Investment fund.
1.
That the Council agrees, in collaboration with Masterton and South 
Wairarapa District Councils, to come under the Wellington regional umbrella 
for the purposes of the Expression of Interest application, the three 
Wairarapa Councils doing so on the basis that:
· The regional group confirms it will take up the urban network issues for the Wairarapa towns.

· The Wairarapa education sector and local government facilities are intended to be the initial focus for any urban fibre network proposal going forward.  Given existing network infrastructure, this should initially be centred on Masterton and quickly adopt a regional connectivity programme for all schools in the districts.

· Any proposal should include the establishment of a neutral peering point at Masterton.

· The subject to further input from the joint Wairarapa broadband committee, the regional grouping will forward funding requests for a rural network project to a budget of $5.5m over the next two years with an initial stage of $2m being requested in the immediate round.  Note that, as per the Broadband Investment Fund criteria, another source of funding (25% at least) will need to be found.  This is likely to be a provider contribution.

2. That the Council requests, in collaboration with the other Wairarapa Councils, the joint broadband committee to report back on the implementation issues and options for the Wairarapa rural network in time for inclusion in the substantive application expected to be lodged early next year.
3. That the Council requests, in collaboration with the other Wairarapa Councils, the joint broadband committee to report back on Council policy options for the urban fibre network.
