Cr. Poulsen left the meeting at 4.15 pm.

The Council gave consideration to the responses received to the questions asked in the Summary circulated to the residents and ratepayers.

Community Grants
Council decided to maintain the status quo.

Events Centre
Council decided to continue with the project as outlined in the Proposed LTCCP.  That funding of depreciation on the Events Centre building be deferred until the $1 million loan has been paid off.   Thus ensuring that current generations are not paying off the new building and funding its replacement at the same time.
Sale of Exhibition Centre
Council decided to leave in the LTCCP the possible sale of the Exhibition Centre.  It continue to be used as an interim public facility until the Events Centre is built.  That consideration of sale be conducted at an appropriate time in the future.

Transfer Station
Council decided to collect further information on the Transfer Station hours from users of the Transfer Station and then give consideration to this matter.

EnviroFlexiNets

Council decided not to distribute an EnviroFlexiNet to households which receive the kerbside recycling service, but rather ascertain the feasibility of having nets available for purchase for residents who want them.
Water Race Cleaning
Council decided to continue with its proposal for a proactive water race cleaning programme.

Broadband
Council concluded that its role should be to advocate for high speed broadband in the region.

Sale of Fisher Place Reserve
Council concluded that this piece of land should be sold 
at the appropriate time.

Sealing of Gravel Roads
Council decided to workshop this issue as it was complex and had to fit in with the Rural Roads Standards Policy & Financial Contributions to be developed.  They noted that funding for seal extension had been allowed in the 2010/11, 2011/12 and 2012/13 years.

Holloway Street Concept Plans
The development of the above concept plans were brought forward to the 2009/10 year to fit in with the development of the Events Centre.

Uniform Annual General Charge
The UAGC be increased to as near to the 30% limit as possible.
That the Proposed Long Term Council Community Plan Volumes 1 & 2 as amended be adopted.
