Swimming Pool - The Swimming Pool will be open every day except Christmas Day.

Rates Rebate – The income eligibility threshold for a rates rebate is $21,910.  Many single superannuitants and Work and Income beneficiaries, and some employed people on low incomes, will be entitled to a rebate; the maximum rebate is $550.  Individuals or couples/joint homeowners, earning $21,910 (plus $500 for each dependant) or less qualify.  However, if your income exceeds this threshold you could still be entitled to a rebate.  Ratepayers need to apply each year within the applicable rating year.  This year’s application covers the 2009/10 rating year from 1 July 2009 to 30 June 2010.  Claims cannot be made for past rating years.  An application form must be completed.  Application forms are available from Council or can be downloaded from www.ratesrebates.govt.nz .
Rates Instalment 2 – A 10% penalty will have now been applied to any outstanding amount on Instalment 2.  If you are having problems making payment, we suggest that you contact Sue Fleet on 379 4042 or call into the office to make arrangements with Sue for payment.
Long Grass – We are again reminding property owners that with the warmer temperatures and recent rains the grass is growing well.  Property owners are reminded that long grass becomes a fire hazard during the summer months.  If you have an empty section or your property has long grass on it, please have it mowed before it becomes a problem.

2008/09 Annual Report – The Council’s annual report for the year ending 30 June 2009 is available on the website www.cartertondc.co.nz/ and a printed summary will be delivered to all households in the District shortly.   Council received an unqualified audit opinion from Audit NZ for both the annual report and the summary.  For those unfamiliar with the jargon, unqualified means no significant concerns.

Housing for the Elderly - The Council has two single pensioner units available for rent in Dudson Place. If you are 65 plus and fit the criteria, you may be eligible. Come in and check at the Council for entry criteria and an application form.
Emergency Services and Property Addresses – Terralink is the organisation that provides up to date property addresses to the emergency services – fire, police, and ambulance.  Terralink now have a website www.myaddress.co.nz that enables you to enter your own address and then confirm or correct the information that goes to the emergency services.  Council recommends that property owners do this as there have been several incidences reported to Council where an emergency service has had difficulties locating the correct property, particularly in rural areas.
