Proposed Annual Plan 2010/11 – The Carterton District Council’s Proposed Annual Plan for the 2010/11 financial year was adopted for consultation on 10 May.  Council would like to give you the opportunity to comment on its proposed activities and budgets for the 2010/11 financial year.

Please indicate if you wish to be heard in support of your submission.  Submissions will be heard and considered by Council on Tuesday 22 June, 2010.

Ken Edwards who has been providing engineering advice to Council for some time has also decided to retire.

Play Equipment in Carrington Park – Many people have asked where the old swings and the mouse wheel play equipment from Carrington Park have disappeared to and are they coming back.  Yes, they will be coming back.  As many Cartertonians are aware, these pieces of popular play equipment have been around for a long time.  Over the years parts have rusted or worn making the equipment unsafe.  In the interests of safety they are being repaired.  It is intended to have these two popular pieces of equipment back in the park in approximately six weeks.  They will however be situated into a different area of the playground as there are plans for more play equipment aimed at the middle age group of kids to be installed in the near future.
Dog Registration – A reminder that dog registration fees for the 2010/11 year are due to be paid by 1st July 2010 and must be paid by 1st August 2010 to avoid a 50% penalty charge.  Invoices to current dog owners will be sent out during mid June 2010.  Registration fees for the new financial year are as follows:
Urban – entire dogs
$80.00 per dog

Urban – spayed / neutered dogs 
$55.00 per dog

Rural – entire & neutered/spayed dogs (for the first two dogs)
$55.00 per dog
Rural – entire & neutered/spayed dogs – all remaining dogs
$30.00 per dog

Urban – dogs classified as dangerous
$120.00 per dog

Rural – dogs classified as dangerous
$82.50 per dog
For duly certified seeing eye or hearing dogs, a fee of 50 percent of those above applies.

2010 Elections – Do you live in one area and also pay rates on a property in another?  Then you may qualify to vote in both areas at the local authority elections on 9 October 2010.
To be able to vote please ensure that you are on the Electoral Roll which is currently being complied.  If you reside in one council district and pay rates in another council district, you may qualify to vote as a non-resident elector in the other council district.

You are automatically enrolled as a residential elector if you are a registered Parliamentary elector.  If you are not a registered Parliamentary elector then you will need to enroll on the Parliamentary Roll for the council district in which you live.  You can obtain an enrolment form from your nearest Post Shop.

To qualify as a non-resident ratepayer elector for a council district, you must be a ratepayer in that district.  You do not qualify as a ratepayer elector in that district if you reside in that district (you are already qualified as a residential elector).  You must be a ratepayer for an address that is outside the council district in which you live.
For more information and to check if you’re enrolled with your current address so that you can vote in this year’s local elections, go to www.elections.org.nz alternatively check your details at any NZ Post Shop or at Carterton District Council.
Rates Arrears Penalty – A 10% penalty will be applied to all outstanding rates unpaid as at 30 June 2010.  If you are having problems making payment, we suggest that you contact Sue Fleet on 379 4042 or call into the office to make arrangements with Sue for payment.
Unwanted and Expired Agrichemical Collection – The Agrecovery Rural Recycling programme will shortly be holding collections for unwanted or expired agrichemicals in the Greater Wellington/Manawatu regions from 13 to 15 July 2010.  For further information and to book in your chemicals for disposal, go to www.agrecovery.co.nz .  Bookings for disposal are required by 1st July.
Transfer Station and Recycling Drop-Off – A reminder that the transfer station in Dalefield Road is now open on 6 days of the week – 9 am to 11 am Tuesday to Saturday and 2.30 pm to 4.30 pm on Sundays.  Recycling can be dropped off there during the same hours at no charge.
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
