· Council is progressing with its capital works programme for the 2008/09 year:
· Sewer main replacements have been completed in Kent and Garrison Streets.

· The stormwater upgrade on the eastern side of town (Richmond Road area) has been completed.

· Charles Street kerb and channel and footpath upgrade between Endalave Way and Daffodil Grove has started.

· Frederick Street culvert crossing upgrade and watertable deepening has been completed.

· A new concrete footpath is being constructed in Lincoln Road between Pembroke and Victoria Streets and this will be followed by footpath resurfacing in High Street North, William Wong Place and Taylor Street.
· Improvements to the digester at the Wastewater Treatment Plant to lessen odour problems in the summer has been started.
· The match awaited roundabout at the Square is currently being constructed. The overall  CBD Re-Vitalisation Contract is on track to be finished by the specified time of June 2009.
· The present contract for maintenance of Council’s roading network expires on 30 June 2009.  Council has gone though a process of calling for and evaluating tenders and a new five year contract has been awarded to Oldfields Ltd for $7,696,012.59 (excluding GST).  This is a significant contract  for Council and the largest it awards for maintenance services provided to Council by a single contractor.    Oldfields start on 1 July 2009.
· The fourth instalment of rates is due for payment by 20 May 2009.  If you are experiencing difficulty paying your rates, please come into the Council office to discuss the situation before you get too far behind.  Ignored correspondence will result in Council going directly to your mortgagee for payment.  Council would rather have a payment plan suitable to both parties in place before it gets to this stage.
