Are You Behind in Your Rates –  Ratepayers who are behind in their rates will have received or are about to receive a letter from Council about getting their rates up-to-date.  If you are unable to pay your arrears in full, please don’t ignore our letter,  come into the office and see Sue Fleet about entering an arrangement to pay them off.  Failure to contact Council will result in us contacting your mortgagee if you have one or if not sending your rate arrears to a debt collection agency.
Spring Sees the Arrival of a New Pirate Ship in Carrington Park – If you haven’t taken the kids to the park recently a trip to play on the new pirate ship would be a good springtime treat.
Water Leaks they Waste our Water and Cost you Money – When Council read water meters in July, our Operations Manager was amazed at the number of properties which had developed leaks since the last reading in April.  We recommend that you watch your water use yourself. Below is how to read your meter.
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A leak on your property can waste thousands of litres of water, at huge cost to you.  To check for leaks turn off all household appliances and taps, then note down the reading on your meter.  Leave for as long as possible (overnight is best) and then read the meter again.  If the reading has changed and the dials shown at Arrows 2 and 3 of the picture are going around, then you have a leak on your property. You will need to call a plumber as soon you can, to save money and reduce water wastage.  A cubic metre equals 1,000 litres or 220 gallons. 
New Footpaths in CBD – People are straddling the kerbs in their vehicles and parking on the new footpaths.  This is prevalent outside Carters building.  The footpath has suffered noticeable damage from people doing this.  This is disturbing to Council especially as there is a public off-road car park alongside the Carters building.  Please stop if you are doing this.
Resurfacing of the Main Road through the CBD –   The NZ Transport Agency have advised that resurfacing of main road through the CBD has been programmed for September – October 2009.  To begin with there will be some repairs carried out and chip seal applied for waterproofing.  Following this a bitumen overlay and repainting of road markings will occur.
New Rural Fire Numbers – It has come to Council’s attention that many rural property owners are not using their new rural fire numbers on communications to identify their property.  Council would urge you to start using your new number, as these are  important in times of  emergency.
Creative Communities Grants – Applications are invited for funding support for projects which will increase participation in the arts locally and increase the range and diversity of arts available to the Carterton community. Arrow 1 – Depicts water used in cubic metres. White numbers on the black background.  This is the reading that the bill is based on.  


Arrow 2 – This dial goes around whenever the water is flowing through the meter.  If it is going around when all household appliances and taps are turned off you probably have a leak.


Arrow 3 – Depicts parts of water used in cubic metres. White numbers on the red background.  Use these numbers to track daily use.
