Anzac Day Memorial Service - Members of the public are warmly invited to attend the Anzac Day Memorial Service on Wednesday 25 April at the Carterton Events Centre.  This venue will enable more people to be accommodated.  The march assembles at 10.45 am in Holloway Street and then marches to the Cenotaph at 11.00 am for the wreath laying ceremony, followed by the Civic Service at the Events Centre in Holloway Street.
Recycling – The total volume of recycling from the transfer station and the street collection in our last financial year was 251 tonnes.  This year we are already up to 262 tonnes and there are several months still to go to the end of June.   Well done to all those recycling as this is less waste to be taken to the landfill.

Population – Estimated population figures from Statistics NZ show an increase in the population of the Carterton District over the ten years from 2001 to 2011 of 9.3% (650 people).   The comparable figures for the Masterton and South Wairarapa Districts are 1.5% (340 people) and 5.5% (490 people).
