Update on Events Centre Project
The Chief Executive gave an update on progress with the Events Centre to date.  The contract documents had been put out to tender later than expected and tenders will close on 21 September 2010, but this will not allow Opus enough time to produce a report in time for the Ordinary meeting on 22 September.  It was therefore decided to hold a special meeting to consider the tenders at 10 am on 28 September.  He also advised that the resource consent had been approved that the building consent was being processed at present and would incur fees of approximately $41,000 including BRANZ and DBH levies.
Discussion ensued regarding whether council would be required to pay the building consent portion of the fee, it was noted that if this fee was paid, it would not create an extra cost to ratepayers.
E Hyde also gave an update on progress with temporary location of the library explaining that work had commenced with packing of the library stock in readiness for the move to the Masonic Lodge and they would be vacating the library building by 18 October.  He also noted that only 2/3 of the currently library would be able to be displayed as the Lodge is smaller than the library.  He also explained that the 3 public computers will be located at the Information Centre until construction of the Events Centre is completed.
His Worship the Mayor also reported that the fundraising trust was to replace at least one of the current Trustees and suggested suitable persons.  As the Trust can co-opt as it see fit, it was agreed that His Worship would discuss this with the chairman of the trust.

Discussion on charges and rentals

E Hyde circulated a report to council which suggested some possible charges for specific areas of the new Events Centre.  These figures were largely based on charges used by other councils for use of community buildings.
General discussion ensued from councillors regarding this report.
