At this function Mayor Mark presented each recipient with an award and thanked them for giving their time towards the many voluntary groups that make up the community.

These are people in the Carterton district who, without fuss or fanfare, make things work within our community.  They are often the prime instigators behind much of the positive activity that is carried out on behalf of neighbours, friends, clubs, service and community organisations. Operator of the Year – We would like to congratulate Council staff member Selwyn Osborne for winning the Water Industry Operations Group Award which was open to all WIOG members in the water supply and wastewater industry and which attracted a large number of nominations from throughout New Zealand.

The award is an acknowledgement by industry peers for outstanding performance, innovation and commitment to improvement in the water operations profession.

Selwyn was presented with his award at the recent WIOG Annual Conference and as part of winning the award has won an all-expenses paid trip to the Australian Water Industry Engineers and Operators Conference in Bendigo, Australia.

Holloway St Upgrade – Council has let a contract for a comprehensive upgrade of Holloway St and Nelson Crescent.  This work is a continuation of the central Carterton revitalisation project which started several years ago with the Memorial Square upgrade followed by improvements to High Street through the shopping area.
The work in Holloway Street will involve replacing the old sewer, undergrounding the power lines, drainage works, resurfacing of the street and footpaths and landscaping to make this area in to a civic precinct and to enhance the Events Centre building.  Nelson Crescent works involve a new footpath where there is currently not one, and improvements to the car park area, plus landscaping of the small reserve which Council have named Library Square.  The contractor is Oldfields Wairarapa and they expect to commence work about the beginning of July.
Bus Route Change – As part of the Holloway Street works, the Featherston to Masterton bus route is to be changed so that the bus will no longer travel along Holloway St, Nelson Crescent, Dixon St, and Park Road.  Instead the south-bound bus will remain on High Street with new stops at Memorial Square and Carrington Park.  The north-bound bus will stop outside the New World supermarket and will turn in to Broadway with a stop there.  The bus will continue along Masson St and Belvedere Road and back to High St at the roundabout.
The change of bus route will be further publicised at the time of the change which is likely to be early July. 
News from the Information Centre at the Events Centre – The team has been busy at the Events Centre over the last month.  We also have a great month coming up and already there is an amazing exhibition by Jane Kellahan depicting the most beautiful peacocks.  This is in the events centre foyer and we are open from 10am to 4pm daily so try and make some time to come in and savour the atmosphere.  As usual we also have WaiArt pieces on display.

We start off June with the wonderful “Yarns in Barns” Great Debate in the auditorium which starts at 7.30pm.  The debaters include Bernard Beckett, Catherine Robertson, Vanda Symon, Harry Ricketts, Marama Fox and Mark Reason with the theme of the debate being: “The arts have a sporting chance in New Zealand …Yeah Right”.  The adjudicator is Gordon McLauchlan and tickets are $15.  Tickets are available from Hedleys in Masterton.

We are also having an Expo to celebrate and show local people all the wonderful things the Carterton District has to offer to the people who live here with a particular focus on learning.  Together with the support of the Carterton District Council and Wairarapa REAP, a number of community organisations will have stalls and displays to highlight their services in Carterton and the Wairarapa.  The Expo will go from 10.00am until 5.00pm.  The morning will focus on Early Childhood and parents, with a focus on Schools and Older persons in the early afternoon and young people from 3.00pm onwards.  There will also be fantastic Keynote speakers throughout the day.

Stonehenge Aotearoa, aka Phoenix Astronomical Society, are hosting the Royal New Zealand Astronomical Conference here at the centre from the 15th to 17th June – There has been a series of talks leading up to the conference.  Note that the Transit of Venus is occurring on June 6th this year.  People can go out to Stonehenge to observe this if they are interested, just phone them first.

Towards the end of June there are several great events for the public to attend at the Events Centre – 43 Below is presenting Five Mile town along with Nairobi Trio at 7pm on the 23rd June.  Tickets are $39 for adults and $20 for students, through any Dash ticketing site or online.

The following week Vibe Promotions bring Tales of Tennessee to the Wairarapa.  This will be a great night on Wednesday 27 June at 7.30pm with tickets being only $25.00.  You are encouraged to dress up in your country and western clothing and there will be enough space to dance as well!  Once again tickets are available through Dash tickets.  Please note that booking fees do apply

Finally we close the month with the New Zealand Ballet.  A Day in the Life is a free event for the whole family, where you get to take a peek behind-the-scenes of the Royal New Zealand Ballet.  Join us on Saturday 30th June at the Carterton Events Centre from 1- 3pm.  Places are strictly limited to 300 people.  To manage numbers we ask people to get a free ticket from the Carterton Arts Centre foyer from 10am on the DAY of the performance.

For duly certified seeing-eye or hearing dogs, a fee of 50 percent of those above applies.

Representation Arrangements for the 2013 Local Elections – In late April the Carterton District Council considered the submissions received on its initial proposal for the representation arrangements to apply for the local government elections to be held on 12 October 2013.  The Council received four submissions to the proposal which were all in support of the original proposal.  Council decided to make no change to its initial proposal which was for 8 councillors to be elected at large across the District rather than from separate wards.  This means that this representation will apply at the 2013 elections as there was no change from the original proposal as publicly notified and because all submissions received supported the proposal.
