Anna-Marie Kingsley & Malcolm Batchelor were presented with a certificate from the Carterton District Council in recognition of the Small Block Farm Award that they received from the Greater Wellington Regional Council.  Mayor Ron congratulated the couple and thanked them for their efforts.
5.1
Sandy Ryan – Neighbourhood Watch
Sandy Ryan introduced herself to the meeting and advised that the Masterton Safer & Healthy Council receive a number of calls from Carterton Residents.  As a result of this, her organisation has offered to establish a service in Carterton and have made a submission to the Draft Annual Plan.
The benefits of such a service are:

· Community focus

· Establish first-rate contact details

· Easy access to agencies such as Civil Defence, Fire Service, Police

· Knowledge of the area you live in

Mia Wilton of the Carterton Police Station advised that a Neighbourhood Watch Service provides community assurance and makes residents feel like they have a voice in the community and support.
Sandy offered to assist with the setting up of a service in Carterton and advised that she would be more than happy to share resources and marketing strategies.  She further advised that the cost of running such a service costs around $16,000 per hear for a 10 hour a week administration position.

Crs. Knowles and Booth spoke in support of having such a service as they saw it as being very beneficial for the Community.

Mayor Ron thanked them very much for their attendance at the meeting.

Ryan Smock – Director of Affordable Housing NZ Ltd
Mr Smock introduced himself to those present and read the following statement/questions that he had prepared:
· Does the CDC have the skilled capability to approve a scheme plan in-house that is part of the implementation of the structure plan?

· Does Council believe it is fair that residents who have been affected by the Structure Plan will also have to individually pay for a services plan?
· Why as fifth fastest growing TLA (District) doesn’t the Carterton District Council have the skill set required?

· Additionally if the CDC do not have the skilled capability to approve a scheme plan that is part of the Structure Plan that Council instigated do they believe it fair that individuals will be exposed to Councils consultants for additional fees to have services plans peer reviewed that are critical to service connectivity.
· Do Council believe it prudent and beneficial that a complete services plan drawn by Councils Consultants that incorporates all necessary measures to enable the most effective service capability for the good of the Carterton Township?
· The Structure Plan is more than transport links; it is a way of connecting services comprehensively.  To alleviate burdens on some infrastructure by creating new flow paths, etc.

· Has Council completed costings to implement the structure plan?

· What budget has CDC to implement the structure plan? 

· What budget has CDC to implement the structure plan?  Or assistance funding?

· If the CDC being the industry professional in this case does not have a clear decisive plan then how does Council see individual land owners affected by the Structure Plan functioning with any clarity in this environment?
· I bring this to Councils attention as I have been asked to make donation to the Events Centre.  After checking the balance sheet I see funds for peer review for a services plan that should be abundantly apparent to Council has been designed by qualified industry professionals that are guided by data and best industry practices and with in strict guideline NZS Standards.

· If Council are able to assure me that my services plan for Brooklyn Road project will either be approved in house by Council staff or CDC will absorb the peer review fee as part of the implementation of the South Structure Plan, AHNZ Ltd will be in a position to make a $5000 donation to the events centre.

Mr Smock then went on to advise that he was intending to make application to the Innovative Housing Fund that Government are offering to assist with the construction of affordable housing.  He further stated that he was of the opinion that there is a real need for this type of housing in Carterton and asked that Council write him a letter of support.
Mayor Ron thanked Mr Smock for taking the time to address Council.  He also thanked him for his offer of funding to the events centre but advised that this meeting was not the appropriate forum for that sort of thing.
5.3
Philip Engel
Mr Engel introduced himself to those present and tabled a submission stating that he is required to pay water race rates but in his opinion he does not have a water race running through his property.
Mr Engel further stated that his father wrote to Council in February of this year regarding this matter and that he received a response advising that this matter would be referred to the next meeting of the Water Race Committee and to date he had not received any further advice.
The Chief Executive advised that the Committee had not met; hence the query of Mr Engel had not been addressed, but would be discussed at their next scheduled meeting. 
Mayor Ron advised that a new Water Race Committee was currently being elected and the newly formed Committee would meet and convene and this issue would be discussed then.

Stu Clark tabled an additional report titled “Carterton District Council – Wastewater Upgrade – Options Report – Second Draft”.  He advised that since the last Council Meeting, where the first draft of this report was presented, there had been a further meeting of the Wastewater Steering/Community Liaison Group, and additional work had been undertaken on providing cost estimates for the options of land purchase and soil trenches.  At the group meeting the Federated Farmers representatives made a useful contribution and suggested that non-dairy (dry stock grazing/cropping); application of effluent would be a better option in terms of utilisation of the nutrients.
Compared to the previous draft report this report focused on a smaller number of options and the impact on ongoing costs outside of the initial upgrade period.

At the conclusion of the report there was substantial discussion and Cr. Durbin asked that S Clark investigate the option of trickle feeding into the Council’s forestry block, S Clark agreed that this was worthy of further evaluation.
