A1 Homes Charity Build

Carterton Swimming Club – Julia Parker/Sam Rossiter-Stead
A presentation was made by the Carterton Swimming Club which outlined the club’s history and service to the community by providing swimming facilities to enable a diverse range of groups to learn to swim or attend fitness classes.  The Indoor Pool was built 25 years ago, funded locally and built with volunteer labour and mostly donated materials.  However it is fast approaching the end of its useful life.  Problems are now occurring with rusting girders, excessive moisture, poor ventilation and decaying pool interior.  The facility is currently being maintained with working bees but it is a constant battle to keep it safe and functional and is now a far from ideal environment for young people to train for 10 hours per week.  The club are now seeking to form a partnership with Council to build a new facility and are willing to gift the current asset if the Council will take the lead.
Cr Brazendale thanked and commended them on their presentation.
