The Mayor introduced Moses Ariama who is the founder/director of Pridelands.  He said the purpose of the Pride Awards was to celebrate young peoples’ successes through the presentation of awards.  He noted that this was currently a Wellington Region initiative but that he would like to turn them into a national event and was seeking support and resources from councils to support the concept.  He also advised that Pridelands has been registered as a Trust.
Robbie Ker advised that he is currently developing Villa Estate in Armstrong Avenue.  Villa Estate is a lifestyle community that, when completed, will consist of 58 two bedroom villas and a caretaker’s house, all constructed within a fenced compound with one point of entry.  Residents are required to be a minimum of 50 years of age.

He also advised that Villa Estate is based upon the successful development of ten similar lifestyle villages undertaken by R J Ker Contractors Ltd around New Zealand including Levin, Tawa, Paraparaumu and Masterton.
In concluding his presentation, Mr Ker said that he is currently undertaking a marketing plan with advertising being placed in various newspapers in the Wellington area marketing the village and Carterton and sees Carterton District Council as a beneficiary partner and is asking council to assist actively and financially to market Carterton as a desirable place to live.
The Mayor thanked Mr Ker for his attendance and presentation.

Adair Davis then addressed the council and explained that she was the Graffiti Vandalism Co-ordinator for the Wairarapa and that she is currently developing a graffiti vandalism strategy following the WHO model for Safer Communities of which the Wairarapa is the first region in New Zealand to gain International Safe Community Accreditation.
She advised that her role was to introduce the “Operation Wipeout” project and to educate the community on their roles for recording, reporting and combating graffiti vandalism thus enabling communities to take back ownership and regain a sense of increased safety and pride in their town.
