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Part 1 Introduction

1.1 The Purpose & Scope of Proposed Plan Change 1
The Wairarapa Combined District Plan (Operative in part) (hereafter referred to as the ‘District Plan’) was notified on 26 August 2006, with decisions notified on 29 March 2008.  Pursuant to Clause 17(s2) of Schedule 1 of the Resource Management Act 1991, the Combined District Plan was made operative in May 2011. 
The purpose of this plan change is to provide for the efficient use and development of the expanded Waingawa Industrial Area.  The Proposed Plan Change seeks to introduce the revised Waingawa Structure Plan which would replace the existing Structure Plan currently contained within the District Plan.  It would also make corresponding changes to the objectives, policies, rules, and other provisions (including planning maps) relating to the subdivision, development and use of the Waingawa Industrial Area.

To effectively implement the revised Structure Plan, a number of changes are proposed to be made to the District Plan including: 

· Replace Appendix 12 with a new Waingawa Structure Plan; 

· Amend planning maps 14 and 39; 

· Amend Section 7 Rural Zone, Section 18 Subdivision, Land Development and Urban Growth, Section 20 Subdivision Rules, Section 22 Assessment Criteria, and Section 23 Financial Contributions; 

· Amend Appendix 1.3 Significant Natural Areas and Appendix 1.9 Significant Water Bodies; 
· Amend Appendix 5 Requirements for Roads, Access, Parking and Loading to provide alternative road and access provisions for the Waingawa Industrial Area; and
· Introduction of the Waingawa Structure Plan Design Guide as Appendix 13.

A change to the District Plan is considered necessary to introduce the revised Structure Plan and to provide for the effective and comprehensive implementation of the Structure Plan.   
1.2 Structure of this Document
This document contains five parts:
· Part 1 is this introduction
· Part 2 contains a copy of the public notice of Proposed Plan Change 1
· Part 3 specifies the amendments proposed.  These details are generally the matters which are able to be submitted on by any member of the public
· Part 4 shows how the Wairarapa Combined District Plan will be amended to look if Proposed Plan Change 1 is made operative as notified – Part 4 has been prepared for illustrative purposes only and submissions should not be made on this part of the document
· Part 5 is a copy of the Section 32 Evaluation prepared for Proposed Plan Change 1 as required by the Resource Management Act 1991
· Part 6 contains a copy of a submission form (Form 5)
All six parts of this document are publicly available from Masterton, Carterton and South Wairarapa District Councils as detailed in Part 2 of this document.
1.3 The Process of Proposed Plan Change 1
The process for preparing Proposed Plan Change XX to date can be summarised as:

· September 2009 – The report to Carterton District Council on the revised ‘Waingawa Structure Plan’  was adopted by the Council, which resolved to proceed with the preparation of a proposed plan change
· November 2009 to February 2010 – Draft Plan Change prepared in conjunction with consultation with stakeholders
· March 2010 to March 2011 – Subject to feedback from consultation and further revisions to draft Plan Change, the Proposed Plan Change was approved by Carterton District Council for referral to the Wairarapa Combined Planning Committee

· April 2011 – Wairarapa Combined Planning Committee considers the Proposed Plan Change for public notification
Upon notification, all interested persons and parties have an opportunity to make further input through the submission process.

The statutory process for public participation in the consideration of this proposal under the Resource Management Act is as follows:

· After the closing date for submissions, a summary of submissions would be prepared and this summary would be publicly notified; and

· An opportunity  is then provided for persons who are representing a relevant aspect of the public interest; or persons who have an interest in the proposed plan change that is greater than the interest of the general public,  to make a further submission in support of, or in opposition to, the submissions already made; and

· If a person making a submission asks to be heard in support of his or her submission, a hearing must be held before the Wairarapa Combined Planning Committee; and

· The Wairarapa Combined Planning Committee makes a decision on the Proposed Plan Change (including its reasons for accepting or rejecting submissions); and

· Any person who has made a submission has the right to appeal the decisions on the Proposed Plan Change to the Environment Court.
1.4 Reasons for Revised Structure Plan
As stated in the Waingawa Structure Plan report to the Carterton District Council September 2009, the primary reason for reviewing the Structure Plan was the need to investigate and determine the servicing and transportation requirements of the Waingawa Industrial Area to establish a long term programme for the development of roading and infrastructure requirements of the area.

The purpose of these investigations was to establish some firm parameters for the provision of infrastructure and services, the estimated costs of such facilities and a process for recovering investment costs.  This evaluation could not have occurred without being more definitive about the internal roading layout and its connections with the roading network, potential volumes of stormwater likely to be generated and the consequent need to collect and dispose of such water, and the required capacity of the network for water supply and wastewater disposal.  As one part of the Waingawa Industrial Area is developed, its roading and servicing capacity should provide for further growth on adjoining land.

This investigation, however, could not be undertaken in isolation from other aspects, as an integrated approach to the form and functioning of the area is required to achieve more sustainable outcomes.  Therefore a comprehensive review and analysis of the Waingawa Industrial Area was undertaken to ensure all the issues, constraints, opportunities and requirements were assessed and options for addressing these were considered on an integrated basis.

1.5 Reasons for the District Plan Change 

In order for the revised Waingawa Structure Plan to have statutory weight, it needs to be incorporated into the Wairarapa Combined District Plan by means of a plan change.  The revised Structure Plan will replace the existing Structure Plan contained within Part D Appendix 12 of the Wairarapa Combined District Plan. The introduction of accompany objectives, policies, rules, a design guide and amendments to planning maps 14 and 39 will provide for the effective and efficient implementation of the structure plan.

1.6 Content of the Plan Change 

To effectively implement the revised Structure Plan, a number of changes are proposed to be made to the District Plan.  Specifically, amendments are proposed to be made to: 

· Objectives, policies, methods, anticipated environmental outcomes and rules within Section 7 – Industrial Zone 

· Policies and methods within section 18 – Subdivision, Land Development and Urban Growth
· Rules and Standards within Section 20 – Subdivision
· Assessment Criteria within Section 22
· Financial Contributions within Section 23
· Appendix 12: Waingawa Structure Plan
· Amendment to Appendix 1.3 Significant Natural Areas and Appendix 1.9 Significant Water Bodies to add the Waingawa Wetland
· Amend Appendix 5 Requirements for Roads, Access, Parking and Loading to provide alternative road and access provisions for the Waingawa Industrial Area; and
· District planning maps 14 and 39  and legend
